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On Friday, March 3, 2006 the State Board met at the Department of Education, State Board Room, 700 East Fifth Street, Carson City, Nevada.  
An Apple Initiative Task Force meeting was held to discuss possible Board support of the Gibbons-Bishop Bill, HR3463.

The Board appointed Member Reid Chairman, and Member Waters a Member, of the Subcommittee on Charter Schools.

President Ferry reviewed the Board Mission, Goals and Priorities; recognized Member Gwaltney for his service as Board President during 2005; and recognized the two year anniversary of Dr. Rheault as State Superintendent and Ms. Dopf as Deputy Superintendent.

Dr. Rheault reported on the Governor’s 2006 Biennial Report; gave an update on the Commission on Educational Excellence regarding School District Programs; and reported the staff positions that are open and recently filled at the Department. Ms. Dopf reported on the National Governors’ High School reform meeting.  Mr. Thunder, Deputy Superintendent, reported on the progress made with the Public Works Board for a larger facility for the Department.
The Board approved the following Consent Agenda Items, with the exception of Item A, Minutes of January 20 and 21, 2006, to allow Board members time to read them by Saturday morning and Item D, “Recognition of Suicide Prevention Program and Standards of Practice as an effective education program and screening for the prevention of suicide in public  schools in Nevada” as it will be processed for LCB language and a future Agenda Item: Item B, Upcoming State Board Member travel; Item C, Summer Food Service Program Management and Administrative Plan; E,  Re-appointment of Kimberlie King-Patraw and appointment of Zoe Hardge to the Southern Homeschool Advisory Council; F, Special Education Discretionary Units for Gifted and Talented; G, Special Education Discretionary Units FY06; H, Appointments of Joseph Scholl, Pam Alvey and Shannon Springer to the Special Education Advisory Committee; I, State Application for Gaining Early Awareness and Readiness for Undergraduate Programs; J, the following Members to the Apple Initiative Task Force: Assemblywoman Valeria Weber, Members Frederick and Reid and Deputy Superintendent Doug Thunder; K, the following Members to the Curriculum Alignment Task Force: Assemblywoman Bonnie Parnell, Members Waters and Iverson, Deputy Superintendent Gloria Dopf, Evelyn Allred, Sharon Beatty, Dr. Christy Falba, Sue Denning, Hugh Rossolo, Kevin Davis, Paul LaMarca and Cindy Sharp.
The Board heard an update from Ms. Pati Falk and Ms. Sue Denning on activities regarding the Northwest Regional Professional Development Program.
On Saturday, March 4, 2006, the Board approved the January Minutes from the Consent Agenda with minor revisions.
The Board approved President Ferry to replace Member Waters on the WestEd Board of Directors.

The Board recognized Nevada Teacher of the Year J. Petrina McCarty-Puhl.
The Board approved the Dual Credit Courses for Douglas County School District.

With the exception of Course #Math 097, Beginning and Intermediate Algebra, the Board approved the Dual Credit courses for Nevada State High School.
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The Board voted to give authorization to the State Superintendent of Public Instruction, or designee, to issue a Notice of Intent to Revoke a State sponsored charter school when needed.
The Board heard Member comments.

The Board discussed forming a Task Force to review public education reform/governance in Nevada and determined it should be placed as an item on the April Agenda.

The Board discussed proposed regulation LCB R075-05 that would allow the State Superintendent to immediately suspend the license of a person under specific circumstances pending a future hearing; and it was determined to bring the regulation back for a workshop at a future meeting.
The Board heard reports from Department Consultants Jacquie Moore and Kathy St. Claire and Office Director Frankie McCabe on the selection process for school support team leaders for schools in need of improvement.

The Board held a Public Hearing to solicit comments to consider revocation of the Charter for Halima Academy Charter School and the Board voted to revoke the Charter.

The Board heard updates on activities for the following State Board Task Forces:  Special Needs, Apple Initiative and Curriculum Alignment.
The Board postponed the Agenda Item on the Summary Report on District Improvement Plans, but it will be included as an item on the April Agenda.

There were no Public Comments.
