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On Thursday, August 16 and Friday, August 17, 2007, the State Board met at the Parasol Foundation in Incline Village for presentations and discussions at their annual retreat. On Saturday, August 18,, 2007 the Board met for the regular meeting at the Department of Education, in the State Board Conference Room, 700 East Fifth Street, Carson City, Nevada.
On Thursday, Dr. Rheault gave an overview and history of K-12 Governance Structure in Nevada, the organizational charts and the various committees, commissions and councils, comparing pre-1989 and the current chart for 2007, including the creation of the new P-16 Advisory Council. 
Presentations by Brenda Welburn, Executive Director, NASBE, and Paul Koehler, Director of WestEd’s Policy Center, regarding  Review of State Level K-12 Governance in the U.S., and Current Governance Structure and Authority, Nevada K-12 Education.
On Friday, the Board was given a Status Report on AYP Results for 2007 and a Review of Teacher Licensure Requirements.
On Saturday a Joint Meeting was conducted between the State Board and the Nevada Association of School Boards Executive Committee in which they discussed challenges for the State in attracting and retaining highly qualified teachers, resources for Limited English Proficient students and per pupil funding.
Dr Rheault discussed NDE staff changes and also the grants that were awarded by the Commission on Educational Excellence.

The appointment of Nominee to serve on Title I Committee of Practitioners, per Sec 1902 of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, was withdrawn from the consent agenda. 
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The Board eliminated the Home School Advisory Council under the State Board due to legislation that now provides statutory authority for home schooling parents to have their children exempt from compulsory education, which negates the original need for the council.
