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On Friday, June 29 and Saturday, June 30, 2007, the State Board met via video conference at the Department of Education, Second Floor Conference Room, Las Vegas, Nevada and the State Board Conference Room, 700 East Fifth Street, Carson City, Nevada.

The Board heard an update from President Ferry on the Nevada Public Education Foundation and he thanked NDE staff for their hard work through the legislative session.
Dr. Rheault gave an overview and spoke to the “Newly Enacted Statutes Affecting Public and Private Schools Passed During the 2007 Legislative Session and the 23rd Special Session” summary document as required by NRS 385.210.  
The Board approved the following Consent Agenda Items:

· Member Anthony Ruggiero to attend the 2007 Children Land Alliance Supporting Schools (CLASS) Conference in Salt Lake City, Utah, July 21-24, 2007.

· The 2007-2014 Elementary and Secondary Textbook Adoption Lists for the Adoption period of June 30, 2007 to June 30, 2014.
· Appointment of Jonnie Pullman, Washoe County School Board Member, to the Title I Committee of Practitioners.
· Accepting two special education discretionary units as requested by the Nye County School District.  Additionally, the Board approved an additional 3.00 special education discretionary unit to the Clark County School District and 1.25 special education discretionary unit to the Washoe County School District with the utilization to be determined by the districts.
The Board approved the Nevada School Bus Driver Training Manual.
A roll call vote was taken by the Board to approve the Conversion of the Subsection 6 Charter to a Full Charter for Nevada Virtual Academy Charter School.  The motion carried with 6 yeas and 1 nay. 

The Board approved to begin planning for legislative interim study participation pursuant to Section 1(d) of Senate Bill 4, 23rd Special Session, during the August 2007 Retreat, by inviting the leadership of the Legislature to attend the State Board retreat in August. The Board asked President Ferry, Superintendent Rheault and Member Gwaltney to propose a list of invitees.  The motion carried with 9 yeas and 1 nay.

The Board held a Workshop to solicit comments on Proposed Regulations for Licensing Private Schools via Membership in Northwest Association of Accredited Schools (NAAS).  
The Board held a Public Hearing to revoke the Nevada Teacher’s License for Marc I. Horton.  The motion carried unanimously.
