INTRODUCTION
For the 2007-2009 school years the Legislature set aside the following sums to be used by schools and districts (including charter schools) for Innovation and Prevention of Remediation Activities and/or Programs:

The preliminary estimate of Total Funds Available for allocation for School Year 2008 and School Year 2009 is $69,561,626.00.
Since the final allocations may not be available until the end of the 2007 Legislative session, schools/districts are urged to plan carefully when developing their application and budgets.  The total amount available could be dramatically different from the quoted figure stated above, depending upon how the legislative session and state budget appropriations are finalized. 
The grants will be distributed for a 24-month period of time from July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2009. Any remaining funding will revert to the Account to be redistributed through a competitive grant application process during the spring of 2009, should the legislature make these funds available. In this application this funding source will be referred to as the Account.

A school or district may submit an application to the Department of Education, for transmittal to the Commission on Educational Excellence, that requests an allocation from funds appropriated for activities, programs, practices, and strategies proven effective in improving the academic achievement and proficiency of pupils pursuant to NRS 385.  The Commission on Educational Excellence shall consider the application, and if the application is approved, recommend the amount that will be allocated.  Allocations will be made from the Account. 

Additionally, the Commission shall:

· Make allocations of money to public schools/districts for effective programs of innovation and/or programs designed to improve the achievement of pupils.  These allocations will go to grades kindergarten through 6 and grades 7 through 12; 

· Determine eligibility for funding based upon review of improvement plans;

· Determine the amount of money that will be available to each school/district that receives funding;

· Establish guidelines for review, evaluation and approval of applications for grants of money from the Account, including a consideration of the list of priorities of schools/districts provided by the department;

· Prescribe accountability measures for schools/districts which receive this funding; 

· Allocate money to schools/districts from the Account; and

· Establish criteria for schools/districts that participate in the program and receive funding from the Account to evaluate the effectiveness of the allocation in improving the achievement of pupils. 

Funds may be used in accordance with the allowable expenses identified in this application that are encompassed by three broad categories: direct services to students, instructional support where activities or programs support the direct instruction, and administrative activities at the school and district levels.  Examples may include one or more of the following:

· Establishment of best practices;

· Adoption of effective instructional strategies;

· Special programs such as all-day kindergarten, literacy programs, Limited English Proficient (LEP) programs (SIOP, GLAD), specialized programs for gifted and talented, extended day/year programs, school-wide programs for academic and behavioral/social interventions;

· Specialized personnel such as a bilingual teacher, external facilitator, parent liaison;

· Sustained professional development, including programs for mentoring and building leadership capacity; and

· Evaluation of programs, including impact on achievement as prescribed by the Commission.
· Programs of empowerment
· Innovation – starting or introducing something new.  For example, a new program or strategy that has never been implemented by that school or district can be used for enrichment or remediation, and is focused on improving student achievement.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS, GUIDELINES, AND CHECKLIST
1. Eligible Applicants

All public schools including charter schools (Elementary is defined as grades K-6, and Secondary is defined as grades 6-12. Middle schools that consist of grades 6, 7, and 8 are considered Secondary ), and school districts, are eligible to submit an application, regardless of whether the school or school district has made Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) or failed to make AYP, if they meet the prioritized requirements listed below.  A public school or school district selected for participation may be approved for a period not to exceed 2 years. Therefore, grant awards will be given for a 24-month period, beginning July 1, 2007 and ending June 30, 2009.  The funds will be available on August 15, 2007.  

2.  Priorities and Considerations of the Distribution of Funds

Priority 1.  Each public school and school district that has participated in the program and received money from the Innovation and Prevention of Remediation Account, will be required to meet the Commission’s criteria by providing evidence in the narrative section of its application regarding the success toward student achievement as targeted in the school/district improvement plan. 

Consideration:  The Commission will consider whether the school/district has made Adequate Yearly Progress in the immediately preceding year and if the school is considered Title I eligible/Title I not served by the Department based upon the poverty level of the pupils enrolled in a school in comparison to the poverty level of the pupils in the school district as a whole. The Commission will also take into account the information provided on page 27 when reviewing all applications.  Each school/district shall consider the criteria listed below and provide information in the Executive Summary that will best describe the progress/achievement made in the last 18 months.

a. Provide evidence that the achievement of students enrolled at the school or district that received money from the Account was improved in accordance with the criteria identified in the school or district improvement plan;

b. Provide evidence that the program of innovation or remediation funded from the Account was effective in improving student achievement;

c. Provide evidence that the school or district improvement plan was implemented to meet the objectives identified in that plan; and

d. Provide evidence that the school or district has made measurable progress on the state annual list of schools/districts making AYP.

Priority 2.   New Schools and “New” Programs

Considerations:  The Commission will consider whether the school/district has made Adequate Yearly Progress in the immediately preceding year and if the school is considered Title I eligible/Title I not served by the Department based upon the poverty level of the pupils enrolled in a school in comparison to the poverty level of the pupils in the school district as a whole.  Items listed below (a-d) are not listed in any specific priority order.

a. Newly constructed building, 

b. Existing school, restructured under Title I to the extent that it meets the State’s definition of a new school,

c. Applied, but was funded less than 25 percent of the requested amount, or

d. Never applied, or applied but never received funds

3. Competitive Grant Award

The Innovation and Prevention of Remediation Account has identified a set amount of funds that will be available for schools or school districts to support programs and/or activities at elementary and secondary levels.  The amounts reflected in the table below will be appropriated from the State General Fund to the Account for Programs for Innovation and the Prevention of Remediation to support activities and programs during fiscal years 2007-2008 and 2008-2009.  The table below indicates the total amount available for distribution per elementary and secondary levels across the two years.  

The following table also represents the preliminary estimated funds available for allocation in school year 2008 and school year 2009.  PLEASE NOTE: the total amount available could be dramatically different, depending upon the finalization of the legislative session and state budget appropriations.  As indicated below, approximately 80% of the available funds will be allocated for school level applications and 20% will be allocated for district level applications.

Elementary Funds

Except as otherwise provided in Section 1, the money appropriated for elementary activities must be used first for kindergarten through grade six programs for pupil achievement linked to the school and/or district plan to improve the achievement of pupils or for innovative programs or both.  After allocations for grades kindergarten through sixth grades are complete, to the extent that money is available, schools and school districts may apply for allocations for the remainder of the appropriation for grades seven through twelve.

5. Application Preparation/Submission

In order to access Innovation and Prevention of Remediation Activities and/or Programs funding to support implementation needs, the school will need to complete the application process.  All forms required for this application are included in Part III.  Applications are to contain the information identified below and the information is to be organized in the order listed below.

Send ONE original Application signed in blue ink plus three (3) copies of the grant application. Attach a copy of the improvement plan to the original and TO each copy of the application. 

Section A.

Cover Sheet/Certification Page

The Cover Sheet/Certification Page should be the top page of the application packet submitted; inclusion of this page in its completed form is mandatory.

Section B.
Executive Summary 

The Executive Summary should not exceed five double-spaced typewritten pages, no less than 10 font.  The Executive Summary must include:

1. An explanation of how your Application is related to your improvement plan.

2. A description of the innovation or program/strategy/activity/accountability measure that focuses on high expectations for all students and that you plan to implement or continue to implement using these funds. Each activity needs to be identified in accordance with one of the three broad categories defined below:

a. Direct Instruction refers to a teacher-led or technological enhancement instructional program, material or practices that provide students with specific instructions, guided and independent practice, and corrective feedback. These programs offer a continuum of effective strategies by increasing opportunities for learning to occur. 
b. Instructional Support is defined as any professional development, instructional coach/specialist/additional staffing, strategies, remediation/enrichment program that supports the direct instruction programs and materials used within the classroom.  

Please be specific regarding the following three categories: professional development that is necessary to implement a specific program; professional development that is necessary to provide any other activities, and any full-time employees (FTEs) being hired using the Account in order to implement programs, activities and/or instructional strategies.

c. Administrative Support refers to resources that do not directly impact individual students but ultimately provide a support for parents, teachers and the learning community. 

3. A description of how you would use this money to support programs, activities, and/or strategies you already have in place and how these funds would align with your overall improvement plan.
4. If these programs, activities, or strategies were previously funded using the Innovation and Prevention of Remediation funds, provide the following:
a. Evidence that the achievement of students enrolled at each school or school district that received money from the Account was improved in accordance with the criteria identified in the school or district improvement plan;

b. Evidence that the program of innovation or remediation was effective in improving student achievement;

c. Evidence that the school or district improvement plan was implemented to meet the objectives identified in that plan; and

d. Evidence that the school or district has made measurable progress on the state annual list of schools/districts making AYP.

5. If applicable, an explanation of why you are choosing the additional program(s), activity(ies), and/or strategy(ies).  Include citations from proven practices where appropriate. 

6. A description of how your improvement plan addresses professional development, leadership initiatives, parental involvement, proven practices, high expectations, and any other program or activity included in your improvement plan.

7. An explanation of any potential barriers (such as a shortage of licensed teachers in a specific subject area) that may limit the success of fully implementing the planned program(s), activity(ies), and/or strategy(ies). Additionally, how these barrier(s) will be overcome; and

8. A description of how you will evaluate the effectiveness of your program against indicators.

Each area of your improvement plan that links to the priority needs and goals indicated in your Overall Budget for Carrying out the Plan must appear in bold and italics or highlighted in the improvement plan submitted with your application and should be referred to in the executive summary.
Section C.
Assurances

Inclusion of assurances page is mandatory.  Signature on the Assurances must be in blue ink.  Failure to include signed Assurances makes applicant ineligible to receive funding.

Section D. 
School Characteristics

On page 24 of this application you will find the School Characteristics form. Please either fill out this form or provide a copy of the “School Characteristics” page from your School Improvement Plan.  It is mandatory that this be submitted with the application.

Section E.
Checklist

On page 25 of this application document you will find the Checklist for your use in developing your application and your review for accuracy and completeness.  This checklist must be submitted with the application.

Section F.
Budget 
Complete the following budget forms: Budget Expenditure/Summary and Supplemental Schedule found in Section F.  (The reviewers will use the copy of the Overall Budget for Carrying out the Plan that is in your School Improvement Plan. The amount indicated as “needed to implement school improvement plan” should match the amount requested). The signatures on the Budget Summary page and the Assurances page must be in blue ink.  The total of the Budget Expenditure Summary should equal the total of the Supplemental Schedule.  Since the Department is only asking for a brief narrative in the Executive Summary (see directions for Executive Summary, page 8) there should be a detailed narrative supplied for items and amounts requested in the Supplemental Schedule; each budgeted item must be directly linked to the revised School District Improvement Plan.

NOTE: ANY GRANT APPLICATION THAT IS INCOMPLETE (MUST INCLUDE ALL REQUIRED SECTIONS OF THE APPLICATION) OR WITH MATHEMATICAL ERRORS ON ANY BUDGET PAGE (INCLUDING BOTH THE BUDGET/EXPENDITURE SUMMARY PAGE AND THE INNOVATION AND PREVENTION OF REMEDIATION SUPPLEMENTAL SCHEDULE PAGE) WILL BE RETURNED AND WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED BY THE COMMISSION.

For your convenience, an Excel budget page has been posted on the NDE website next to the application, which may be downloaded for use in completing the budget pages of the application.

Please contact your district financial office for further information about how to complete these pages and about district policies and procedures relative to grant funding.

Section G.        Evaluation/Reporting Requirements

Inclusion of the reporting requirements are mandatory for all schools and districts, and must be addressed in the Budget/Expenditure Summary and  Innovation and Prevention of Remediation Supplemental Schedule pages.  Schools must allocate 3% of the budget to pay the expenses for the mandated evaluation process.   All grantees will be required to provide data on the following criteria at the conclusion of the grant period:

1. Achievement of students enrolled at the school based upon measurable criteria in the improvement plan.

2. Effectiveness of the program chosen (or activities, as appropriate) on the achievement of students. 

3. Implementation of the plan to determine if the school/district is meeting the objectives in the plan.

4. Measurable progress on the state annual list of schools/districts making AYP.

5. Additional measures of progress may be included that reflect the growth of targeted populations or areas identified in the plan.
