The 2005 Legislature allocated funds for Educational Technology as follows:

· High Quality Content Material - $1,990,000 over the 2005-2007 biennium: Funds would be utilized for the KLVX Distance Learning Satellite Service ($400,000); the school library databases ($500,000); instructional software; web resources; and parent resources. 

The Commission on Educational Technology on August 12, 2005, it was determined that KLVX & NSLA will submit a Request for Information (RFI) for State Educational Technology Funds.  The RFI is attached to this memo and will cover funding under the High Quality Content Material category.  Specifically the appropriations listed above and the additional funding approved for the Statewide Library Databases.
