CALL TO ORDER



The meeting of the sub-committee for Standards and Wiring was called to order at 9:40 a.m. by Chairperson Gary Gray in the Annex Conference Room, at the Nevada Department of Education, Carson City, Nevada.

DISCUSSION, INPUT AND REVIEW OF THE STANDARDS FOR HARDWARE AND WIRING DOCUMENT DRAFT #4



Gary Gray briefly discussed why the subcommittee was formed and what their goal was.



Greg Halopoff explained that the red-letter text within the standards document were changes between drafts 3 and 4.  The blue text in the document incorporates all the satellite downlinks, ITD, NADT technologies and additional changes.  



Fred Dugger recommended that a Glossary be added to define all the abbreviations and technological terms.  Mr. Halopoff stated that it would be no problem to add a Glossary.



Highlights of changes included:

· Page 2, addition of sentence stating, "these standards shall also be reviewed periodically to maintain consistancy with state higher education and other pertinent organizational standards".   Mr. Dugger added that the sentence should read, "annually reviewed" not periodically reviewed.

· Page 2, change Instructional Technology to Educational Technology.

· Pages 4-6, addition of Standard Tables levels I-III instead of referring to the standard levels. 

· Page 5, addition of Networking and Infrastructure statement that each room should have access to networked educational programming.

· Page7, addition of first paragraph.

· Page 8, elimination of sentence stating, "The Nevada Educational Technology Consortium of School Districts will work to keep these standards current through cooperative purchasing agreements".

· Page 9, Section 3 subsection I, additional clarification of WAN.

· Page 10, addition of subsection D; Security

· Page 12, addition of sentence stating, "All installations must meet building safety, fire and electrical code requirements.

· Page 13, addition of subsection I number 7.

· Page 14,  addition of subsection I; Network Administration and Management server

· Page 17, section VI subsection C, addition of multiple vendors.

Ms. Huss suggested that the Standards document reference who developed

It,  meaning the Commission.

Mr. Dugger motioned that the," subcommittee recommend to the Commission approval of the draft standards as revised pursuant to today's suggestions".  John Snyder seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
