3.         Approval of Agenda

4.         4:05 P.M. – Public Hearing to Consider Amendments to Math Endorsements NAC 391.13043

 

President Henick opened the public hearing.  There were nine individuals in attendance, two individuals testified, and one written statement was submitted.

 

Jo Schlekewy stated that Clark County School District is having a difficult time licensing individuals who have a major or minor in mathematics, but their transcripts do not reflect specific coursework.

 

Concerns were expressed regarding the specific names of the coursework and those courses are hard to find for individuals to take. 

 

Concerns were expressed regarding individuals who have coursework above the listed courses are not eligible to be licensed and required to take entry-level coursework.

 

Following discussion, a motion was made by Member Zimmerman and seconded by Member Ries to adopt changes to NAC 391.13043 – Math Endorsements (LCB File No. R093-02) as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.

 

5.         4:15 P.M. – Workshop to Solicit Comments on Business and Industry Endorsement NAC 391.425

 

President Henick opened the workshop for comments.  There were eight individuals in

attendance and four individuals testified. 

 

Kathleen Frosini, Clark County School District, strongly supported the proposed

regulations and urged the Commission to adopt the regulations.

 

Dr. Vern Luft, University of Nevada, Reno, commented that the proposed regulations

were appropriate and that the University works closely with Business & Industry

endorsed teachers in providing the necessary coursework.

 

Lina Gutierrez, Clark County School District, commented that seven teaching positions

would be vacant at the start of the school year if the regulations are not adopted.

 

Jan Garrett, Clark County School District, supported the adoption of the regulations.

 

Commissioner Ries expressed concern with the three-year time frame to earn the 12

credits of coursework. 

 

President Henick closed the workshop.

 

6.         4:20 P.M. – Public Hearing to Consider Amendments on Business and Industry

Endorsement NAC 391.425

Marcia Neal, Clark County School District, supported the changes as the school district utilizes the endorsements in specialized music fields. 

 

Darryl Grove, President of the NV Association of Career and Technical Education, supported the proposed regulations.

 

Commissioner Ries requested an amendment to the regulation that would require three semester hours of credit to be earned during the first year of licensure by individuals holding the business and industry endorsement.

 

A motion was made by Commissioner Ries and seconded by Commissioner Segura to adopt changes to NAC 391.425, as amended, Business and Industry Endorsement.  The motion passed unanimously.
