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INTRODUCTION

The purpose of thBlevada School Bus Standards to provide district transportation personnel
with unified Nevada school bus standards. These standamds degeloped from thda3"
National Conference on School Transportationwhich was held in May of 2000. These
standards were approved during the Sepan8, 2000 State Board Meetirand revised June
18, 2004.

All district transportation personnel arequired to adhere to these standards when purchasing
school buses. These regulations are also utilized by the Highway Patrol when inspecting new
school buses.

It is the intent of these specifications to accommodate technologies and equipmenthat

will better facilitate the transportation of students. When the new technology, piece of
equipment, or component is desired to be applied to the school bus, and it meets the following
criteria, it may be acceptable.

The new technology, equipment or compdnshall not compromise the effectiveness or
integrity of any major safety system, unless it completely replaces the system. (Examples of
safety systems include, but are not limited to, compartmentalization, the eight light warning
system, emergency exifpportunity, and the uncluttered yellow color scheme. It shall not
diminish the safe environment of the interior of the bus.
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SCHOOL BUS DEFINITIONS

School Bus Definitions

Type A

A Type "A" school bus is a van conversion or bus constructed utilizing a cutawaysdaiin
vehicle with a left side driver's door, the entrance door is behind the froe¢lsv This
definition includes two classifications: Type Al, with Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR)
less than or equal to 10,000 pounds; and Type A2, with a GVWR greater than 10,000 pounds.

Type B

The Type "B" school bus is constructed utilizing i@pgted chassis. The entrance door is behind
the front wheels. This definition includes two classifications: Type Bl with a GVWR less than
or equal to 10,000 pounds, and Type B2, with a GVWR greater than 10,000 pounds.

Type C

The type "C" school bus ia constructed utilizing a chassis with a hood and front fender
assembly. The entrance door is behind the front wheels.

Type D

The Type "D" school bus is constructed utilizing a stripped chassis. The entrance door is ahead
of the front wheels.
